1. Yarn: 1 skein Red Heart Super Saver Yarn¥d@@rylic; 244 yd (223 m)/5 oz (141 gr) per skeifihe pic-
tured bag was knit in Color No. 0315, Artist Prinou will be able to make several bags from orarskf this
yarn.
